mess up her life.  God messes up the dreams of ordinary people so that 

extraordinary things can happen.  Does God have permission to interrupt

my life?

9. Mary—

listened to God.  The organ of conception for Mary was the ear.  The goal of first century Israelite women was to marry and become a mother.  How scary was that?  In Scripture, there are 365 “don’t be afraids.”

8.  Mary restores our faith in—

teenage role models vs. Brittany Spears—the virgin who is “not so innocent.”  Mary made big decisions. Americans tend to measure ourselves by our “toys.”  

7. Mary chose to lose the—

honor game.  She was a real woman, not an icon.  The whispering campaign would begin b/c Joseph was her best friend.  They were not a couple of means.
6. The real Mary is more interesting than—

Hallmark.  

5. Mary didn’t—

live down to her name.  Her name, Marra, means bitter. She was not bitter. Has someone hung a bitter name on you?  We can live down to our negative nicknames or choose to live up.

4. Mary didn’t flinch at—

the impossible.  She didn’t ask “Why me?”  She asked “How is this going to happen?”

3. Mary chose the role of –

a servant.  “I am the Lord’s slave/ hand-maiden.”  

2. Mary—

treasured up all these things in her heart.  She made treasures out of those moments.  She had a sense of wonder.

1. Mary said Yes to God—

with no strings attached.  No “let’s make a deal” game.  Because Mary said yes to God, he is still in the business of choosing people for wonderful privileges and terrible responsibilities.
